2. The restrictions imposed by this Order shall be in addition to and not in derogation of any restriction or requirement imposed by any regulations made under the 1984 Act or by or under any other enactment.

3. The lengths of road specified in the Schedule to this Order shall become a restricted road for the purposes of Section 81(1) of the 1984 Act, which imposes a speed limit of 30 miles per hour on a restricted road.
