	This Order may be cited as "The Renfrewshire Council (Paisley, Corsebar Road & Environs) (Various Restrictions and Pay & Display) Order 201*” and shall come into operation on ***th ****  201*.

	In this Order the following expressions have the meanings hereby assigned to them:-

	
	

	“armoured cash transit      vehicle”
	means a vehicle armoured for the purpose of securely transporting quantities of cash to or from any bank, building society or post office premises.

	"buses"
	means (a) before 1 January 1997 (i) public service vehicles used for the provision of local services or scheduled express services; (ii) school buses; or (iii) works buses; and (b) after 31 December 1996 (i) motor vehicles constructed or adapted to carry more than 8 passengers (exclusive of the driver); and (ii) local buses not so constructed or adapted;

	"bus stop clearway"
	means that no vehicle other than buses and scheduled express  carriages may stop within the confines of the bus stop areas on any day between the hours of 7.00am and 11.00pm on the lengths of roads listed in the relevant Schedule to this Order;

	“carriageway”
	means the part of the road where there is a right of passage by a vehicle, other than a right by a pedal cycle only;



	“carriageway marking”
	means a traffic sign consisting of a line or a legend on a road;



	"Chief Constable"
	means Commander of K Division of Police Scotland;

	"coach"
	means a vehicle constructed or adapted to carry 12 or more passengers (exclusive of the driver) but not including a public service vehicle, school bus or work bus;

	"Council"
	means the Renfrewshire Council;

	“cyclist"
	 being a person proceeding by means of or with a pedal cycle 

	"designated parking bay"
	
means a space in a designated parking place which is provided for the leaving of a vehicle;

	"designated parking place"
	means areas on roads designated as parking places by Article 9 of this Order;

	"disabled person's badge"
	has the same meaning as regulation 3(1) of the Disabled Persons (Badges for Motor Vehicles) Regulations 1982 ;

	"disabled person's vehicle"
	means a vehicle lawfully displaying in the relevant position in terms of regulations for the time being in force under the Chronically Sick and Disabled Persons Act 1970 (“the 1970 Act”) a disabled person`s badge issued in terms of such regulations by a local authority in exercise of its powers under Section 21 of the 1970 Act;



	"dual-purpose vehicle"
	has the same meaning as in Regulation 3(2) of the Road Vehicles (Construction and Use) Regulations 1986 as originally enacted;

	"emergency service vehicle"
	
means a vehicle being used by the Police, Fire and Rescue Service, Ambulance Services and “Special Services” in response to an emergency situation;

	"excess charge"
	means an amount payable in addition to an initial charge in respect of an excess over an initial period;

	“extended kerbline”
	means a projection of the existing kerbline taken to a point at which it intersects with a projection of the existing kerbline of another road with which it abuts; 

	"goods vehicle"
	means a motor vehicle or trailer constructed or adapted for the carriage or haulage of goods or burden of any description;

	"initial charge"
	means an amount payable for a vehicle left in a designated parking place in respect of an initial period;

	"kerb”
	means the edging to a road.

	"local bus"
	has the same meaning as in Regulation 4 of the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016;

	"local service"
	has the same meaning as in Section 2 of the Transport Act 1985;

	"parking attendant",
	means any person authorised by or on behalf of the Council to supervise any parking place;

	"Parking ticket machine"
	, means an apparatus designed (a) to accept payment by drivers (b) to indicate the time externally and (c) to issue tickets indicating the payment of a charge, period in respect of which it has been paid and the day and time at which it was paid;

	“pedal cycle”
	means a cycle whose motive power is provided solely by the legs of its rider or riders or which complies with the regulations specified in regulation 4 of the Electrically Assisted Pedal Cycle Regulations 1983;

	“plan”
	means a map entitled “This is the plan referred to in the foregoing " The Renfrewshire Council, (Paisley, Corsebar Road & Environs) (Various Restrictions and Pay & Display) Order 201*;

	"private passenger vehicle"
	means a vehicle constructed solely for the carriage of passengers and their effects and which is not used in the course of a business or for a reward ;

	"permitted hours",
	in relation to parking ticket machines means the period between 8.00 am and 5pm on Mondays to Fridays inclusive, any such day not being a public holiday;

	“pillar box"
	"means a red pillar-shaped public letter box.

	“private hire car”
	has the same meaning as in Section 23(1) of the Civic Government(Scotland) Act 1982;

	"public holiday"
	means Christmas Day, New Year's Day (or the Monday following when Christmas Day and New Year's Day fall on a Sunday), the Paisley Spring Holiday, the Queens Birthday Holiday, Paisley Fair Monday and the Paisley Autumn Holiday;

	"public service vehicle"
	has the same meaning as in Section 1 of the Public Passenger Vehicles Act 1981;

	"registered keeper"
	is the person for the time being registered at the Driving and Vehicle Licensing Centre as the keeper of the vehicle and the person named on the Vehicle Registration Document.  The Registered Keeper is not necessarily either the legal owner of the vehicle or the driver or user of the vehicle for the time being

	"road marking"
	means a traffic sign consisting of a line or legend on a road.

	"relevant position",
	has the same meaning as in regulation 4 of the Local Authorities Traffic Orders (Exemptions for Disabled Persons) (Scotland) Regulations 1991;

	"residents parking permit (permit)”
	means a badge or disc issued by the Council, in accordance with the provisions of this Order, to a person who ordinarily resides in a dwelling house in the roads specified in Schedules 11 to this Order;

	"school bus"
	has the same meaning as in Regulation 4 of the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016;

	"scheduled express service"
	has the same meaning as in Regulation 4 of the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016; 

	"taxi"
	has the same meaning as in Section 23(1) of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982;

	"telecommunication apparatus"
	is as defined in Schedule 2 of the Telecommunications Act 1984.

	"vehicle"
	unless the context otherwise requires, means a vehicle of any description and includes a machine or implement of any kind drawn or propelled along roads whether or not by mechanical power;

	"verge"
	means any part of a road which is not a carriageway, central reservation or lay-by;

	"works bus"
	has the same meaning as in Regulation 4 of the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 2016;
